1. Overview:

The autofs utility controls the daemon responsible for automatically mounting and
unmounting file systems. The autofs version 5 package was made available as a
technology preview in Red Hat Enterprise Linux version 4.6.

A vulnerability has been found in autofs version 5 (autofsb). An attacker could exploit
this vulnerability in certain configurations to gain root executable privileges on remote
systems. The Common Vulnerabilities and Exposures project (cve.mitre.org) has
assigned the name CV E-2007-5964 to thisissue.

No Avaya system products are vulnerable, as autofsb is not installed by default.
